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The Kilties Round-the-World Tour

The Belleville-based Kilties band departed from Victoria, B.C. in 1908 on a tour which
would take them around the globe, performing more than 1,000 concerts to audiences
in Hawaii, Fiji, Australia, New Zealand, Sri Lanka, India, Myanmar, Saudi Arabia, Egypt,

Italy, France, Gibraltar, Scotland, and England.

In 2010, the Community Archives was given a photograph album which recorded the
band members’ two years on tour. They provide fascinating glimpse of the Edwardian
era in a range of different countries, at a time when motor vehicles were just

beginning to replace horses and oxen.
